Catherine was the widow of James T Cooper, a Lancashire cotton merchant whose father Alfred Cooper
lived at Wigston Hall in the 1870's.

There is a commemorative window in the chapel describing him as 'teacher
superintendant, deacon and treasurer for 60 years'

building a wall, a porch and buying a bell for St Wolstan's Church, plus a window in memory of his parents, a sixth bell,
the organ and wall for All Saints. He also gave £1,000 towards the building of St Thoma's Church and later funded the
tower, eight bells and organ. His name also continues today in the legal practice of Harvey Ingram Owston.

He served an apprenticeship to James
Woolley (1811-1858), a manufacturing chemist in Manchester, and In time Pochin became James Woolley's partner.
Woolley died in 1858 and Pochin became the sole proprietor. Pochin is noted for two important inventions. Firstly, he
invented a process that enabled white soap to be made and secondly a means of using china clay to create better quality
paper. Pochin bought several china clay mines in Cornwall for this purpose. In time H. D. Pochin & Co. became one of the
three largest British producers of china clay until they were acquired in 1932 by the English China Clays.
